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Background and purpose of the research


Final abstract should be only one page, A4. The typing area should be 16.0 cm wide and 25 cm deep. Leave margins of 2.5 cm on the left and right, and also 2.5 cm at the top and bottom of the page.


The text should be single spaced and written in point size 12, preferably using the Times Roman format. Use point size 14 for the title. 


Electronic format should be sent by email-attachment. Acceptable are texts in Word (6.0 or higher), Word Perfect (5.x or 6.x) or ASCII.


Give the name(s) and affiliation(s), city and country of the author(s). Omit degrees and titles. Underline the name of the author presenting the paper. Type the names of the authors in bold.

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Main results


Accepted abstracts will be published as a Book of abstracts, which will be distributed to the participants of the Conference. Only  final abstracts prepared according to the guidelines and received by 1 May will be included in the programme and in the Book of Abstracts. In case you choose to write a full paper (which is optional but recommended) bring enough copies (50) to be distributed at the conference. 
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Conclusions


Authors may request to present their final abstract in a Poster session (see Registration form) or may be referred to a poster session by the organizers. Authors will be informed in due time if they are scheduled for a poster session. Note that in the Conference Programme poster Session are on an equal footing with other sessions.


The layout of the Poster: Format: upright A1 (appr.). Name(s), affiliation(s) and structure like in final abstracts:  (Background and purpose of the research, Data and methods, Main results, Conclusions). Use 24 point letters (min.). and keep the written text as short as possible. Graphs and tables are usually more informative - if possible, use color graphs.
